MyVoice Roadshow 

 
Brief for education/youth partners 

 
What is it? 
The MyVoice Roadshow, part of the national MyVoice programme, is a reading and writing 
roadshow led by and for young people aged 11 - 19 years old. It engages young people in 
reading, writing and community activity. 
 
This pioneering showcase, managed by The Reading Agency and supported by Arts Council 
England, will take place in five selected locations in England, during one week this summer: 23-
30 July 2011. <insert library name> is running the MyVoice Roadshow in your area. 
 
As part of the MyVoice Roadshow <insert library name> will run a day-long event, 
comprising of a mixture of workshops, exhibitions and performances focused around reading 
and writing. The event will be held with support from writers, publishers and the creative sector. 
 
The first of its kind in England, the MyVoice Roadshow breaks new ground in being co-produced, 
programmed and promoted by local creative, young people, who would not normally engage 
with the arts, or literature.
